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Abstract

Effectiveness of The Proposed Strategy in Values' Development,
Contained in Home Economics Curriculum and Cognitive
Achievement in The Sixth Grade of Girls' Primary
schools in Kingdom of Saudi Arabia

This research aims to identify effective teaching strategy proposed for
the development of the values contained in the home economics
curriculum and cognitive Achievement in the sixth grade of primary girls
school, using a descriptive approach and quasi-experimental approach to
design in a test group, on a sample of sixth grade pupils of a primary
school in Makkah. The research tools are represented in the scale of
values and the test of the cognitive achievement of the sixth grade of
girls primary school . As regards and the research material, it was a list
the values contained in the home economics curriculum and a guide for
the teacher to prepare the lessons include in the proposed strategy.

Research results proved the existence of statistically significant
differences at the level of significance < 05, 0 degrees average of school
girls between the experimental and standard groups in the application of
the dimensional scale of values and the test grades for the benefit of the
experimental group.

The most important research recommendations: Organization of the
content of the home economics, taking into account the content of values
provided to the student, set a concrete plan for the subjects allocated to
each classroom, and that does not leave the selection of subjects based
on the selection of the teacher and educational supervisor, and the need
to adopt methods of measuring the development of values , and the
identification of an integrated plan for the process of measurement and
evaluation for the development of values, and that the pupil evaluation
card shall contain items that assess the pupil and the need to take the
necessary measures to address any problem of value in the behavior of
the schoolgirls by the specialists in the Ministry of Education.

Values are important in individual's life and have their impact on
behavior, because they are associated with education, which in turn aims
to prepare the individual for the goodness of society.

In the light of current conditions, technological development, expansion
of culture, and in view of the importance of the discovery of methods of
teaching and learning to develop values; our sons and daughters could be
able to meet their due tasks in life under the light of the current
regulation of the curriculum and teaching-based curriculum focusing on
the knowledge without paying attention to the emotional side.

This is because the behavior of individuals stems from their values, and
as teaching should develop higher-order thinking and levels of the
learner; therefore values' development must be in accordance with a
planned program, which should not focus only on the quantity of
teachers. Content and substance alone do not change the values if there is
no plan for this purpose.

Based on the importance of home economics to prepare the girls for
today duties as well as mother responsible for the future generations; and
due to the risk-oriented sense of the present generation and future
generations with the emergence of troubling indicators indicative of
value crisis, the researcher thought to set a vision of a strategy proposal
for the development of teaching values to grade sixth pupils of the
primary schools.
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Definition of research problem:

The research problem is defined in the following key question:

- What is the effectiveness of the proposed strategy in the development
of values included in home economics curriculum and Cognitive
Achievementin the sixth grade of girls' primary schools?

A sub-question:

1 - What values and goals contained in home economics curriculum text
book of the sixth grade primary school in Saudi Arabia?

2 — What is the effectiveness of the proposed strategy in the development
of values and goals of home economics curriculum content of the sixth
grade of girls' primary school?

3 - What is the effectiveness of the strategy proposed for the Cognitive
Achievementin the content of home economics curriculum of the sixth
grade of girls' primary school?

Research Assumptions

- There are statistically significant differences at the level of < 05, 0
between the average degrees of the pupils of the experimental group and
the standard group in the dimensional application of the measurement of
values, for the benefit of members of the experimental group.

- There are statistically significant differences at the level of < 05, 0
between the average degrees of the pupils of the experimental group and
the standard group in the dimensional application of the knowledge

acquirement test, for the benefit of members of the experimental group.

Research Objectives:

Research objective is to:

1 - Identify the values contained in home economics curriculum of the
sixth grade of primary schools in Saudi Arabia through the analysis of
the objectives and content of the curriculum, which must be developed in

this age group.
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2 — Prepare Action list of values to be determined.

3 - Design a proposal for an appropriate strategy for the development of
the values associated with home economics curriculum for sixth grade.

4 - Identify the effectiveness of the proposed strategic development of
the values contained in home economics curriculum for sixth grade of

primary schools, and the Cognitive Achievement by the female pupils.

The importance of research:

1 - The results of this research may be helpful to determine a code of
ethnics associated with home economics and availability of knowledge
in the objectives and content of the curriculum, which puts the order of
home economics subject at the top of subjects, which are essential in the
development of values and the preparation of human for life.

2 — They may confirm some of the values contained in home economics
curriculum of sixth grade of primary schools in Saudi Arabia and explore
the missing values in the goals and content of the curriculum.

3 — Also they The may help the female teachers of home economics in
identification of the value system which opens new fields that might
allow them to perform their mission with the utmost success.

4 — Moreover, they may help the female teachers of home economics to
create and implement new educational activities in the field of teaching
home economics.

5 - This research is regarded as a step towards the development of
research values in teachers, as it might help them to develop new values
or to solidify the values, which are not known to them. Consequently,
they will be aware of the incoming values and feel surer.

6 - It may also benefit those, who teach the curriculum, those prepare the
curriculum as well as families.

7 —In addition, the results of this research may give indicators for

carrying out other similar studies, especially in home economics in other
education levels.

8 - Analysis of home economics and discovering its values, the
contained values and the missing ones; will undoubtedly be useful in
contributing to add value to the scientific topic and make it more

comprehensive.
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Research limits:

First: The objective limits:

- Lessons designated for the second semester in the curriculum of home
economics for sixth grade primary schools for the year 1428-1429H to
determine the values involved.

- To identify the strategic effectiveness proposed for the development of

values and knowledge acquisition without addressing the skills.

II: Time limits:
Second semester of the academic year 1428 — 1429H
III: Location boundaries:

Two classes in one of Mecca city schools

Research Variables:

Independent variable: the proposed strategy.

Dependent variable: - the development of value contained in home
economics curriculum

- Knowledge acquisition

Research Methodology:
The researcher followed the descriptive and quasi-experimental method,

through designing an experimental and standard group.
Research community:

Sixth grade of girls' primary school in Mecca.

Research Sample:
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Two classes were selected from the sixth grade of primary schools in
Mecca city, through the selection of one class as experimental group and

another one as standard group.

Research Tools and Materials:

Tools:

1 - measurement of the values of the sixth grade of girls' primary school.
2 - To test knowledge collection of the sixth grade of girls' primary
school.

Materials:

1- A list containing the values of a home economics.

2 - Teacher guide contains a proposed strategy for preparing lessons.

Research Procedural Measures:

These include two key aspects:

First: the theoretical aspect, which contains:

Presentation and study of literature and studies that tackling the
following elements:

- Values, their classifications, characteristics and their role in the
educational process.

- The characteristics of the growth of primary school pupils.

- Value teaching strategies and methods of their development and

measurement.
Second: the application aspect, which contain:

- Analysis of curriculum objectives and content of home economics for

sixth grade primary to determine the values involved.
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- Consistency Analysis through re-analyzing of content topics after a
period of 3 weeks and then evaluating the factors between the two
analyses. After that validity process should be carried out ant the defined
list shall be presented to a group of arbitrators.

- listing the values in the final stage.

- Identify the values contained in each study and analyze them to choose

the appropriate methods and techniques for their development through
teaching of the subject lesson, and planning of the proposed strategy.

- Setting up scale of values, which represents some situations in the life
of the schoolgirl. A number of alternatives shall be put for each situation
and ask the pupil to choose the alternative view corresponding to hers;
then checking its psychometric conditions (Definition, Truth,
Consistency).

- Setting up a knowledge acquirement test and its application to a sample
of students. This shall be re-applied two weeks later to determine the
consistency of the test, (Definition, Truth, Consistency).

- Selection of a research sample(experimental group / standard group)
and the application of research tools on the two groups prior to teaching
and as a pre- measurement.

- Teaching the proposed strategy after its introduction into the teacher
guide for the experimental group pupils. The pupils of the standard
group shall be taught in the normal way.

- The application of research tools dimensionally on the students of the
two groups.

- A statistical analysis of the results of the application and analyze the
results and assumptions discussed in the light of the set assumptions.

- Recommendations and suggestions.

Research results:

Research results demonstrated the following:

1 - an answer to the main question in the search: " What are the values

included in the objectives and content of a book of home economics of
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the sixth grade primary school in Saudi Arabia". The researcher set up a
list of values, in the light of which tools have been built. These are
(economics, hygiene, health maintenance, beauty, collaboration, value of
manual work, good use of time, responsibility, proficiency, interest,
security and safety).

2 - There are statistically significant differences at the level of < 05, 0
between the average degrees of the pupils of the experimental group and
the standard group in the dimensional application of the measurement of
values, for the benefit of members of the experimental group.

This is due to the method followed in the strategy presentation and the
enthusiasm from the students for the non-traditional learning and
because of procedures diversity used in the proposed strategy, which
took into account all aspects of growth of the pupil, especially their
emotional growth.

3 - There are statistically significant differences at the level of < 05, 0
between the average degrees of the pupils of the experimental group and
the standard group in the dimensional application of the knowledge
acquirement test, for the benefit of members of the experimental group.
This is due to the method followed in the strategy presentation, and the
diversity of teaching procedures and methods of evaluation and
assessment, taking into consideration the individual differences between
students, which gave positive results on the knowledge acquirement by
them.

4 - Teaching effectiveness as regards the proposed strategy on the
development of values and knowledge of the sixth grade of girls' primary
school.

Research recommendations:

Based on the findings, the following recommendations can be made:

1 — Paying attention to the preparation of home economics teacher,
which enables her to apply new strategies aimed at the development of
values, as has been applied in the field of the undergraduate stage and
maintain continuity through providing it with all the required training
courses.

2 — The functional assessment of the performance of the teacher (her role
as an example) and her role in activation of values among the educated
with recognition of the scientific competence should be included.
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3 - The arrangement of the content of home economics curriculum,
taking into consideration the content of values provided to the student,
and to draw a concrete plan for the subjects allocated to each classroom,
and selection of subjects should not be left only to the option of the
teacher and the educational supervisor.

4 - The need to adopt methods of measuring the development of values,
and determine the plan for measurement process and evaluation of the
development of values. The pupil evaluation card should contain items
of the same assessment and the required measures have to be taken to
address any value problem in the behavior of the schoolgirl by the
specialists in the Ministry of Education.

Proposed Researches:

1 - Conducting researches and studies about development strategies for
the values in the fourth and fifth grade primary.

2 - Conducting researches and studies about the proposed programs for
the development of values through home economics curriculum in the
intermediate school stage in the Saudi Arabia.

3 - Preparation of studies about most appropriate educational methods,
for the development of values associated with home economics,
regarding the upper grades of primary education in Saudi Arabia.

4 - Studies and comparative researches between the effectiveness of
strategies for the development of the values associated with home
economics in the governmental and private schools in Saudi Arabia.

5 - Studies and comparative researches between the effectiveness of
strategies for the development of the values associated with home
economics in the governmental and private schools in Saudi Arabia and
other Arab and Islamic countries.

6 - Conducting researches and studies about strategies for the

development of values in the elderly education and literacy elimination.
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7 - Conducting researches and studies for the preparation of the teacher
of home economics to fulfill her mission in order to activate value

development.

8- drawing up an enrichment training program for the school mistresses
of the home economics curriculum in the application of new strategies to

develop values and ethics.
